And the last one i3 that since cuffs don’t allow
continuous measurement of blood pressure, they're only providing a. measurement at a specific
moment.

Today, a new generation of blood pressure devices have been developed and their aim is to
make it easier to judge high blood pressure. Unlike traditional devices, they do without the
arm cuff and offer blood pressure values on demand. Users just press their finger on a sensor
on a watch and ring.

The various cuffless measuring devices are based on methods that, instead of directly
determining blood pressure, use sensors {o capture various indirect signals, These signals are
processed by different sets ol mathematical procedures to obtain the blood pressure values. ¥t
is like interring fever by measuring an increase m heart beat and sweating instead of using a
thermometer({&if 7% )+ or divining the result of a soccer match from outside the stadium by
listening to the screams of the soccer fans.
