To "ottty trends, the team studied published - peve seviewed incidents of human-wildlife
conflicts atnd identified cases thal were linked spesibdl 10 the effects of climate change. These
include both shori-term climate events—such asid deongit—as well as longer-term changes. Warming
in the Arclic, for example, is leading to loss of sea ice which has left polar bears short of food. They
increasingly travel on land, sometimes enterirg buman settlements and attacking people, as & recent
incident in Alaska illustrates.

Most cases of human-wildide conflicts linked to climate involve a shift in resources—at just for
wildlife, but also for people.

A majority of casey wr.Hind also involved a change in precipitation(F#7K) , xhutwill continue
10 be affected by etimate change. Many resulied in human deaths or injuries~ as| well as property
damage. “Ideotifyine and understanding this link between human-wildiNe conflicts is not only a
conservatior swme  said Abrahms. “It is also a social justice and hunwo datety issue. These types of
conflicts aré ukely to rise as climate change intensifies (J/|3 . partiaularly as mass migrations of
people and wildlife increase and resources shift.”

But, it doesn’t have to be all bad news. “One majpr sfmufvation in studying the link between
climate change and human-wildlife conflicts is finding solutwmy,  said Abrahms. “As we learn about
specific incidents, we can identify patterns and dpnds7; 2 come up with interventions (FH) to try
to address these conflicts,”

Some interventions may be as simple as piblic-uwareness campaigns. Coverments can also plan
for times when extreme climate events will bring people and wildlife into closer contact. “Once you
know the root causes of a conflict, you can design interventions to help both people and wildlife, "
said Abrahms. “We can change.”

M: Four children who were missing and feared dead after a plane crash a month ago have been found alive and well. The

children, aged 13, nine, four and a one-year-old baby, were on a plane that crashed in the Amazon jungle in Colombia on

May the first. The children’s mother, the pilot and co-pilot died in the crash, Before the plane disappeared, the pilot

issued a mayday alert, citing engine failure. Moments later, it disappeared from radar screens. The children had been

missing for 40 days when members of Colombia’s military found them. Colombia’s President said news of the children’s

discovery was “a joy for the whole country” and a “magical day”. He added; “They were alone. They themselves

accomplished an example of total survival which will remain in history. These children are today the children of peace and

the children of Colombia.”
