A trial project by the Montreal Children’s Hospital suggested that the wse of medical
hypnosis (i BR ) can reduce pain and anxiety in patients. The project also resulted in a
reduction in the amount of medicines used to perform medical imaging ([ 4 8 18)
procedures.

“Durnng the examination children don’t move. It works perfectly. It's amazing™ said
Johanne I"Ecuyer, a medical-imaging technologist at the hospital

The project was inspired by a French team from Rouen University Hospital Centre
where examinations are done under hypnosis instead of general anesthesia (# #5).

A French medical-imaging technologist—also a hypnotist—was invited to train a few
members in the medicalimaging department of the children’s hospital In all, 80
examinations were condocted for the project between January and September, 2019,
focusing on the imaging procedures that would canse amiety.

Hypnosis is not a state of sleep: It is rather a modified (27 % [#]) state of consciousness.
The technologist will guide the patient to this modified state—an imaginary werld that will
disassociate itself more and more from the procedure that follows.

“The technologist nmst build up a story with the patient.” Ms. L'Ecuyer said. “The
patient is left with the power to choose what he wants to talk about. Do vou play sports?
Do you like going to the beach? We establish a subject that we will discuss throughout the
procedure.”
