According to the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change, a rise in global temperatures
of 1.5°C could cause coral reels (filif7) to decline 70-90%. ‘e planet is about |1°C holter than in
the 19th century and its seas arc becoming warmer, stormicr and more acidic (ARYE(K)). This is
already affecting relations between corals and the single-celled algae (M #E), which give them
their color. When waters become unusually warm, algae [loal away, leaving reefs a ghostly white,
This “bleaching” is happening five times as oficn as it did in the 1970s. Meanwhile the chunging
chemistry of the oceans makes it harder for corals to form their structures.

If corals go, divers and marine bivlogists are not the only people who will miss them. Reels
take up only a percent of the sea floor, but support a quarter of the planct’s fish diversity. The (ish

that reefs shelter are especially valuable Lo their poorest human neighbors, many of whom depend

on them as a source of protein. Roughly an eighth of the world’s population lives within 100 km
of a reet. Corals also provide protection for 150,000 km of shoreline in more than 100 countries,
as well as creating billions of dollars for tourism.

Coral systems must adapt if they are to survive. They need protection from local sources of
hamm. Their eco-systems suffer from waste from farms, building sites and overfishing. So
governments need to imposc tighter rules on these industries, such as tougher local building codes,
and to put more effort into enforcing rules against overfishing.

Setting up protected areas in the ocean could also help reefs. Locals who fear for their
livelihoods could be given the job of looking after the reserves ({#47[X ). Visitors to marine parks
can be required to pay a special tax, like what has been done in the Caribbean.

Many recfs that have been damaged could benefit from the restoration from governments.
Coral’s biodiversity offers hope, because the same coral will grow differenlly under different
conditions, Corals of the western Pacific, for example, can withistand higher temperatures than the
same species in the eastern Pacific, which proves a way forward to encourage corals to grow in
new spots.

For middle and primary school students, being able to cook will become a must in (pe ness
future. They will also need to learn how to plant vegetables, repair home electric Products, rajg,
animals at home according to the new curriculum standard (SR ¥£ 5 #E) for labor education,

Starting from this autumn Lerm, students in primary and middle schools nced to take coyrge
on labor skills at least once a week. The labor courses have three types of labor tasks. The firg
type is everyday chores. It includes cleaning, organizing, cooking, and using or repairing home
electric products. The second type is productive labor. It includes making traditional handicrafis
. (FTZ) and using new technologies such as 3D printing and laser (#%) cutting. The third type
is service work. It includes volunteer work in the communities.

The new curriculum also calls for a labor week every schobl year. Schools should arrange 2
week of off-campus activities. The labor education must be strengthened to help students develop
an interest in labor and form a strong sucial responsibility.

Recently, Internet users have discussed the changes online. Many welcome such courses and
say il is necessary to teach young students basic life skills. Some have regretted not learning such
skills during their own school days.

Liu Fang, a mother of 6-year-old twins in Beijing, is a strong supporter of labor education.
For the past year, she has trained her daughters to do house chores and make simple dishes for the
family.

“The main idea is to let them share responsibilities as family members and become
independent as early as they can” said Liu, “Through doing housework, their hand-eye
coordination (11/d) time management and organization skills can be trained and it’s also good 0
help them relax.
