Every man wants his son to be somewhat of a clone (5r[%) , not in features but in footsteps. As he grows you also
age, and your ambitions become more unachievable. You begin to realize that your boy, in your footsteps, could probably
achieve what you hoped for. But footsteps can be muddied and they can go off in different directions.

My son Jody has hated school since day one in kindergarten. Science projects waited until the last moment. Book
reports weren’t written until the final threat.

I’ve been a newspaperman all my adult life. My daughter is a university graduate working toward her master’s degree

in English. But Jody? When he entered the tenth grade he became a “vo-tech” student (1% 2%4:). They’re called
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“motorheads” by the rest of the student body.

When a secretary in my office first called him “motorhead”, I was shocked. “Hey, he’s a good kid,” I wanted to say.
“And smart, really.”

I learned later that motorheads are, indeed, different. They usually have dirty hands and wear dirty work clothes. And
they don’t often make school honor rolls (Jt: 7 45%).

But being the parent of a motorhead is itself an experience in education. We who labor in clean shirts in offices don’t
have the abilities that motorheads have. I began to learn this when I had my car crashed. The cost to repair it was estimated
at $800. “Hey, I can fix it,” said Jody. I doubted it, but let him go ahead, for I had nothing to lose.

My son, with other motorheads, fixed the car. They got parts (%44) from a junkyard, and ability from vo-tech classes.

The cost was $25 instead of $800.

Since that first repair job, a broken air-conditioner, a non-functioning washer and a non-toasting toaster have been
fixed. Neighbors and co-workers trust their car repairs to him.

These kids are happiest when doing repairs. They joke and laugh and are living in their own relaxed world. And their
minds are bright despite their dirty hands and clothes.

I have learned a lot from my motorhead: publishers need printers, engineers need mechanics, and architects need
builders. Most important, I have learned that fathers don’t need clones in footsteps or anywhere else.

When John was growing up, other kids felt sorry for him. His parents always had him weeding the garden, carrying out

the garbage and delivering newspapers. But when John reached adulthood, he was better off than his childhood playmates.

He had more job satisfaction, a better marriage and was healthier. Most of all, he was happier. Far happier.
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These are the findings of a 40-year study that followed the lives of 456 teenage boys from Boston. The study showed

that those who had worked as boys enjoyed happier and more productive lives than those who had not. “Boys who worked

in the home or community gained competence (Hg7/J) and came to feel they were worthwhile members of society, ” said
George Vaillant, the psychologist (:0>PE2%25¢) who made the discovery. “And because they felt good about themselves,

others felt good about them.”

Vaillant’s study followed these males in great detail. Interviews were repeated at ages 25, 31and 47. Under Vaillant, the
researchers compared the men’s mental-health scores with their boyhood-activity scores. Points were awarded for part-time
jobs, housework, effort in school, and ability to deal with problems.

The link between what the men had done as boys and how they turned out as adults was surprisingly sharp. Those who
had done the most boyhood activities were twice as likely to have warm relations with a wide variety of people, five times
as likely to be well paid and 16 times less likely to have been unemployed. The researchers also found that 1Q and family
social and economic class made no real difference in how the boys turned out.

Working—at any age—is important. Childhood activities help a child develop responsibility, independence, confidence

and competence—the underpinnings (F&fit) of emotional health. They also help him understand that people must

cooperate and work toward common goals. The most competent adults are those who know how to do this. Yet work isn't
everything. As Tolstoy once said, “One can live magnificently in this world if one knows how to work and how to love, to
work for the person one loves and to love one's work.”

How Room Designs Affect Our Work and Feelings
Architects have long had the feeling that the places we live in can affect our thoughts, feelings and behaviors. But now

scientists are giving this feeling an empirical (Z3%[1], SZUEM) basis. They are discovering how to design spaces that

promote creativity, keep people focused and lead to relaxation.

Researches show that aspects of the physical environment can influence creativity. In 2007, Joan Meyers-Levy at the

University of Minnesota, reported that the height of a room's ceiling affects how people think. Her research indicates that

higher ceilings encourage people to think more freely, which may lead them to make more abstract connections. Low

ceilings, on the other hand, may inspire a more detailed outlook.

In additions to ceiling height, the view afforded by a building may influence an occupant's ability to concentrate. Nancy

Wells and her colleagues at Cornell University found in their study that kids who experienced the greatest increase in

greenness as a result of a family move made the most gains on a standard test of attention.

Using nature to improve focus of attention ought to pay off academically, and it seems to, according to a study led by C.

Kenneth Tanner, head of the School Design & Planning Laboratory at the University of Georgia. Tanner and his team found

that students in classrooms with unblocked views of at least 50 feet outside the window had higher scores on tests of

vocabulary, language arts and maths than did students whose classrooms primarily overlooked roads and parking lots.

Recent study on room lighting design suggests than dim (I%7%#) light helps people to loosen up. If that is true generally,

keeping the light low during dinner or at parties could increase relaxation. Researchers of Harvard Medical School also

discovered that furniture with rounded edges could help visitors relax.

So far scientists have focused mainly on public buildings. "We have a very limited number of studies, so we're almost

looking at the problem through a straw (W& ) " architect David Allison says. "How do you take answers to very specific

questions and make broad, generalized use of them? That's what we're all struggling with."
