There is a special plant that appears to make cats
happy—catnip. When cats smell catnip, they rub their
heads against it, roll around and look very happy.
Sometimes they also become playful. Such responses (&
[i) to the cat-attracting plants are called the “catnip
response”. Catnip can help cats, especially those kept indoors all the time, feel less bored.

Years ago, we helped several cats from an animal care center and wanted to make
them really happy. We bought catnip for them, but to our surprise, none of the cats
liked the smell of this plant. How many cats are there who do not like catnip? Are there
other plants that cats would like instead?

Weuestedx. 00 cats rom the center with catnip and several
other plants we had heard might have a similar effect. It turned out
that about 30% of them did not care for catnip, but for other plants.
Two of these plants are silver vine and Tatarian honeysuckle.
When the two plants were offered to the 32 cats who did not like
catnip, we noticed that 81% of them did love at least one of those
plants. Silver vine was the most popular plant, even more popular
than catnip! About 80% of all the cats loved silver vine—smelling
Tatarian this plant made them really happy. Silver vine was also the plant
honeysuckle <t loved by the cats who did not like catnip.

ﬂcamip response
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There’re hundreds of chemical compounds (f¢441) in plants. We tested which of
them attracted the cats. The result suggests that.cats respona not only to nepetalactone,
the ‘at-attracting compoundvin catnip, but also to nine other chemical compounds, and
the joytul response only happens when they smell enough of the compounas in piants.
Actually, one of the cat-attracting compounds is also produced by animals. We believe
they may use it to communicate with each other through smell.

We still do not understand exactly why plants make cats happy. We are continuing
our research. We also hope that more people will start using catnip, silver vine and
Tatarian honeysuckle to help their cats live happier and healthier lives.

Imagine you got a bad grade on a test. What kind of thoughts would be running
through your head? When something difficult like this happens, a lot of us will be hard
on ourselves. Now imagine it were your friend who got a bad grade—what would you
say to him? Most people say that they would be much kinder to their friend and would
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say something supportive. They would show their friend compassion, which means
they would feel what their friend was feeling and wish to help him. When people show
the same level of compassion to themselves, they are practising «elt-compas<: n.
One way to think ot self-compassion is by breaking it down into three parts. The
first part is called mindfulnesst Mindfulness just means being honest about how you
are feeling without pretending (& 3 ) that everything is okay, and without

exaggerating the situation. tor example, imagine you have plans to go to the beach

on the weekend. When it is time to go, it starts to rain and you cannot go. A mindful
response might be to say, “I am disappointed that I can’t go to the beach today”, rather
than “I do not care, I did not even want to go to the beach”, or “This is the worst day
ever!”

The second part of seft-compassion is called common humanity Failure,
‘mperfection and disappointment are part of the shared human experience. —ommoi,
umanity veminds us that we are not alone in how we are feeling, and it can make us

feel more connected with others around us.

The third part of self-comi..ssion is called kindness It can help to think about
what you might say to a good friend or what a good friend might say to you. You can
also take actions to support your body and mind, like getting enough sleep or watching
a funny movie.

Some people worry that if they are kind ™ themselves, they will not try to do
(-nallenginc things. But being selt-compassionate does not mean that you do not want
to make changes. It just means that, while you are doing something difficult  you can
support yeurself rather than beat yourself up. Reminding yourself that we all find new
tasks challenging, and that we all might fail sometimes, can help us be less discouraged
and more motivated to improve ourselves.

Being self-compassionate can set the stage (% &) for better health, relationships
and general well-being. However, it is also important to remember that when you are
kind to yourself, the bad feelings and difficult situations will not go away, and they
will always be a part of life. The more you open your heart to this reality instead of
continually fighting against it, the more you will be able to feel compassion for

yourself.
